Abraham and representatives from a wide
range of pet and animal welfare organisations.

NOAH has continued as trustee of National
Pet Month, along with Pet Food
Manufacturers Association and Pet Care
Trust. The theme for 2008 was OGreat British
PetsO which gave the opportunity for an
excellent art competition in schools, a
photographic competition in conjunction with
Your Cat and Your Dog magazine b all in the
name of celebrating our relationship with our
pets and promoting responsible pet
ownership. There were many successful
events held all over the country, and at least
£60,000 raised for animal charities.

During the year meetings were held between
National Pet Month and Pet Health Council to
bring about a closer working relationship
which will see the two organisations able to
build on each othersO successes. NOAH
remained committed to its work, as well as
the work of the Pet Advisory Committee.

NOAH was pleased to support the 10th
anniversary celebrations of RUMA
(Responsible Use of Medicines in Agriculture
Alliance). A seminar was held at the Farmers
Club in London chaired by Bill Wiggin MP,

50 people attended from a wide cross section
of stakeholders as well as several MPs. Two
of the 5 presentations made by Institute of
Grocery Distribution (IGD) and Assured Farm
Standards (AFS) referred to the 2006 NOAH
consumer survey on consumer attitudes to
medicines and safe food in a very positive
way. Also a parliamentary reception at
House of Lords was hosted by Lord Soulsby
to mark the end of the anniversary year, with
attendance of well over 100 guests.

NOAH recommissioned the Institute of
Grocery Distribution (IGD) to repeat its survey
on consumer attitudes to medicines for farm
animals, this time with an added focus on
attitude to vaccines and vaccination.
Consumer awareness of animal medicines has
increased significantly over the last two years,
the survey revealed. Encouragingly for those
who use medicines for the health and welfare
of BritainOs farm animals, the level of
consumer concern about medicine use has
not increased correspondingly. While
consumers previously showed little
awareness of the health needs of farm
animals, now 80% of consumers are aware
that animals are given medicines to treat them
when they are sick, and 74% know that they
are vaccinated to prevent disease, compared
with only 58% for both only 2 years ago.
Clearly consumers understand and respect the
need to use animal medicines for the
treatment and prevention of disease in
animals. They believe this to be a positive
thing, as only 1% (treatment) and 3%
(vaccination) viewed it as a major concern.
This can also be seen as a demonstration of
confidence in responsible use by veterinary
surgeons and farmers.

In February NOAH hosted its third Food Chail.
Conference at The Royal Society in London.
The conference brought together those
involved in food processing, retailing and
development as well as producers, regulators
and scientists to hear a varied programme of
presentations under the conference®s banner
D OThe role of vaccination in animal health B
future technology and societal acceptanceO.
The day was very successful with very
positive feedback from a wide cross section of
delegates and NOAH is already thinking about
the next event which will be held in 2011.

Self regulation in relation to promotion of
animal medicines continued as a mainstay of
NOAH activity through the Code of Practice on
Promotion of Animal Medicines. To keep
members in touch with the requirements of the
Code, very well attended training seminars
were held in June and September.

Animal medicines companies in the UK rose
the challenge to help keep Bluetongue virus ¢
bay during 2008 b vaccine was available in
time for the 2008 midge season (the virus is
transmitted by midges) and the livestock
industry worked together to help ensure that
vaccination was carried out. It is important
that this effort continues in 2009.

The European Technology Platform for Glob
Animal Health (ETPGAH) has been in the
forefront of identifying emerging diseases,
and producing collaborative efforts to find
solutions. NOAH continued to be involved
through at a European level through
IFAH-Europe, and chairs the Mirror Group
bringing together research organisations
and industry in the UK.

There was a major Positive Farm Health
Planning display at the Dairy and Livestock
Event in September: it included live
demonstrations, some sponsored by NOAH
member companies, which attracted a large
number of visitors. This helped spread the
word on the farm health planning concept
and showed the benefit of organisations
continuing to work together.

The NOAH Compendium website
www.noahcompendium.co.uk showed its 10
millionth page in early 2009, showing the sit
is a vital resource for prescribers and users
of animal medicines. The Compendium boo
continues to be produced, now in four
different formats. There is an overall edition
along with three specially commissioned by
the Animal Medicines Training Regulatory
Authority (AMTRA) which exclude POM-V
medicines D one for all species, one for
companion animals and horses and one for
just companion animal medicines.
